GOLDEN CHERRIES COVERED IN VANILLA CREAM. ON THE PALATE, THE
ENTRY IS MASSIVE WITH LOTS OF STRUCTURE—A PERFECT BALANCE OF
WEIGHT AND ACIDITY. TASTEFULLY CREAMY FROM THE HIGH PERCENTAGE
OF NEW OAK, YET BEGUILING WITH TONS OF MINERALITY AND STONE. THE
WINE IS WELL CONSTRUCTED, AND THE FINISH DOES NOTHING BUT LINGER.
